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Overseas cultural experiences and communication in foreign languages
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This course aims to encourage students to experience life in a different cultural setting and to foster their competence in
international communication in foreign languages.
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Students will enhance their competence in communication in foreign languages through life in a foreign environment.
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In this course students are graded according to the skills in cross—cultural communication and the improvement in their command
of the foreign language that they demonstrate while and after participating in overseas volunteer activities or short language
programs.

The United States, Canada, the United Kingdom, Ireland, Australia and New Zealand.

The award of a grade is conditional upon the satisfactory completion of the following procedures:

1) Attend the guidance session at the beginning of the semester

2) Submit an activity plan

3) Attend preliminary sessions

4) Carry out the specified activity

5) Submit a written report on the course of the activity and the experience it provided
6) Give an oral report at the guidance session held at the beginning of the next semester
